3D CASTLE PROJECT
OVERVIEW:   During the middle ages, castles served many functions. These giant stone structures needed to house not only a noble and his family, but it also housed soldiers, government officials, and a multitude of servants.  A castle was a major feature in a military’s defense. The structure provided many advantages in fending off enemies. The thick walls took the brunt of any attack by holding the enemy out while allowing an army to hide safely within it.  Towers provided lookout posts so an enemy approach could be seen easily and therefore increasing a defenders time to prepare.  A drawbridge, gatehouse, portcullis, and set of heavy wooden doors protected the entrance to the castle.  Arrow loops protected archers from enemy arrows while catwalks and crenellations protected soldiers manning the outer walls. 
OBJECTIVE:  For this project, you will work with a small group to build a 3D castle from the Middle Ages in order to demonstrate you knowledge of castles in the 12th and 13th century. 
CASTLE PARAMETERS:  Size: Castles must be large enough to include all necessary parts, but not bigger than two people can carry. 
YOUR CASTLE MUST INCLUDE:
1. Outer wall (outer curtain)  - Towers, Arrow loops, Narrow windows
2. Moat
3. Drawbridge
4. Gate House – Wooden doors with drawbar, portcullis, Murder holes 
5. Open area – Stables, Animal pens, water well, Barracks for soldiers and servants, Armory
6. Keep – Tower (larger windows), Inner walls (Inner Curtain), Dungeon, Chapel
7. Must be sturdy
WORKING PARTS:  Castles must have a working drawbridge and portcullis. Any other working parts will be added as above and beyond
FOR THE ORAL PRESENTION, YOU MUST BE ABLE TO:
· Explain and show the components of your castle

· Where it is located

· The name of your castle
· Everyone must have a speaking part
