OVERVIEW:   "EL DIA DE LOS MUERTOS"
 EL DIA DE LOS MUERTOS also known as The Day of The Dead. The Day of the dead is an ancient Mexican holiday that began as a day of thanks. It became a time to remember ancestors and loved ones who have passed away. On the first day - November 1st, relatives put flowers on graveyards and create alters somewhere in the house. This is a day where the children who have passed are remembered. Alters are not places for worship; they serve the same purpose as having a scrapbook or photo album.  They place pictures and favorite objects of the loved ones on alter.  The rest of the day is spent making food. The second day, families have a big celebration at their homes. OBJECTIVES:  
For this project you will:

· Recognize that certain cultures have celebrations unique to them.
· Recognize that a holiday celebrated by one ethnic culture may be honored in many countries as the cultural group disperses among different areas.

· Use as variety of art elements and principles to create a “Dia De Los Muertos” Painting that has an aesthetically pleasing composition.
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Your “Dia De Los Muertos” painting will be due on FRIDAY NOVEMBER 7TH!!!  
CLASS WORK DAYS. You will be given class time to create your Dia De Los Muertos painting.  You will be supplied with all the art materials needed.
CRITERIA: 
1. You must include basic elements such as flowers, leaves, hats, shirts, hair, facial features, and decorative designs. 

2. Your painting must include pattern, and repetition
3. Your artwork must show evidence of a carefully planned composition that is pleasing to look at. (Aesthetically pleasing)
4. You must trace pencil lines in sharpie. No pencil lines should be showing.

5. Your painting should be smooth and inside of the lines. There should not be paint splotches where they don’t belong.
6. Your skeleton must be the emphasis of your picture. Make sure the background does not distract from the subject.

7. Make sure the hair or clothing does not blend in with the background

8. Make sure you include bright happy colors. Please no rainbows
9. Make sure you include your name and class period on the back of your project. 
10. You painting must be school appropriate.
